Entre ellos la figura de Bernardo de Galvez representa uno de los mejores ejemplos,
porque su vida estuvo entregada al servicio de su patria y de su rey.

Bernardo naci6 en el pequeno pueblo de Macharaviaya mMalaga).

Con nueve afios se fue a Madrid con su familia, y poco después a Tenerife,

porque su padre Matias de Galvez, que era militar, fue alli destinado.

Desde muy pequefio mostrd tener una clara vocacién por la milicia.

Sirvié en Portugal, en Francia y posteriormente en el norte de México.

Desde la ciudad de San Felipe el Real de Chihuahua dirigié varias campanas para
defender a los habitantes de aquellos amplisimos territorios de las incursiones de los
feroces apaches, sufriendo varias heridas.

De regreso a Espaiia tres anos mas tarde, participd en la expedicion que el ejército
espafiol dirigi6é contra los piratas que tenian su base en Argel.

Luchando valerosamente con sus tropas recibié una herida grave, que a punto estuvo de
costarle la vida.

Poco después el rey Carlos Il lo destiné a la provincia espafiola de Luisiana, con capital
en Nueva Orleans, en el territorio continental de Norteamérica, y desde tan importante
puesto encauz6 la ayuda a los norteamericanos de las llamadas Trece Colonias que
luchaban contra la opresion britanica.

Superando toda clase de dificultades obtuvo resonantes victorias en el Misisipi,
en Mobila y en Panzacola, que fueron decisivas para la independencia de Estados
Unidos.

Por ello Bernardo de Galvez esta considerado un héroe nacional norteamericano, y es
una de las pocas personas que tiene su retrato colgado en el Capitolio de Washington.

En reconocimiento a sus méritos Carlos lll lo ascendi6 a teniente general y le concedi6
el titulo de conde de Galvez. Después, cuando contaba 38 afios, fue nombrado virrey de
Nueva Espania, un territorio que comprendia lo que hoy es México y buena parte del sur
de Estados Unidos, entre ellos California, Arizona y Texas. Desde tan alto puesto
protegi6 a los pueblos indigenas mexicanos, hasta que fallecié recién cumplidos los 40
afios de una crénica enfermedad.

En las paginas de este comic hemos querido contarte su vida.

Una vida dedicada por entero al servicio de los demas desde su condicion de militar.
Una vida repleta de las mayores aventuras, con grandes éxitos pero superando grandes
dificultades y contratiempos, cumpliendo siempre con su deber.

Quiero felicitar a los autores del comic, Manuel Olmedo y Francisco Cabrera, los textos,

y Juan de Aragon, las ilustraciones. Ellos hacen posible que todos conozcamos mejor la
figura de Bernardo de Galvez.

THE HISTORY OF SPAIN is full of legendary heroes.

Among them, the figure of Bernardo de Galvez represents one of the best examples,
because his life was dedicated to the service of his homeland and his king.

Bernardo was born in a small village of Macharaviaya (Malaga).

When he was nine years old, he went to Madrid with his family, and not long after to
Tenerife, since his father Matias de Galvez, who was a military, was destinated there.
From an early age, he showed a clear vocation for the military.

He served in Portugal, France and later in the north of México.

From the city of San Felipe el Real of Chihuahua, he directed several campaigns to
defend the inhabitants of those wide lands from the raid of the fierce apaches,
suffering several injuries.

Upon returning to Spain three years later, he participated in the expedition that the
Spanish army directed against the pirates that had their base in Argel.

Fighting bravely with his troops, he received a severe wound that nearly cost him his
life.

Not long after, King Charles the Third destinated him to the Spanish province of
Louisiana, with capital in New Orleans, in the continental territory of North America,
and from such an important position, he channeled help to the north Americans from
the Thirteen Colonies who fought against the British oppression.

Overcoming all types of difficulties, he obtained resounding victories in Mississippi,
Mobila and Panzacola, that were decisive for the Independence of the United States.

For these reasons, Bernardo de Galvez is considered a national north American hero
and is one of the few people who has a portrait hanging in Washington’s Capitolium.

In recognition of his merits, Charles lll ascended him to lieutenant general and granted
him the title of Count of Galvez. Later, at the age of 38, he was named viceroy of New
Spain, a territory that was formed by what today is Mexico and a good part of the
south of the United States, among them, California, Arizona and Texas. From such a
high position he protected the Indian Mexican villages, till he died from a chronic
illness, just met the age of 40.

In the pages of this comic, we wanted to share his life with you.

A life dedicated entirely to the service of others from his condition as a military.

A life filled with the biggest adventures, with great successes but also overcoming big
difficulties and setbacks, always fulfilling his duty.
